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Faculty and Student Attitudes Toward OCW Creation
Joseph Hardin
This presentation investigates the attitudes and intentions of instructors and students at a large USA university toward the contribution of course materials to OCW, through two years of large-scale surveys. Understanding these attitudes and perspectives can be helpful in developing strategies to recruit faculty and students to contribute to OCW, in developing consensus policies around open projects, and in ensuring support for sustainability.
History of the Vietnam OpenCourseWare (VOCW) Program: November 2005 - January 2010
Dr. Lynne McNamara, Dr. Nguyen Thi Le Huong, Dr. Joel Thierstein
The Vietnam OpenCourseWare (VOCW) program was developed as a cooperative activity primarily between two government entities, the U.S. Vietnam Education Foundation (VEF) and the Vietnamese Ministry of Education and Training (MOET), with the strong support of the Rice University Connexions, the Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT), and the Vietnam Advanced Software Company (VASC). Begun in 2005, VOCW was an answer to expanding the availability of free course materials to Vietnamese universities and faculty members. At no cost, MIT provided their open courses, and Connexions provided their software platform for course development. In addition to establishing the infrastructure for the VOCW website and network of servers, VEF provided training and support throughout Vietnam on the use of Connexions to course authors on VOCW.  As a fundamental aspect of VOCW, VEF facilitated the porting of the Creative Commons licenses into the Vietnamese language and law while MOET provided essential support through the Vietnamese universities and faculty members. Working together to establish an important foundation, all parties contributed significantly to the initial establishment and development of VOCW. The panel will discuss the development of VOCW up to the time of the recent transfer of VEF responsibilities to MOET.
Roundtable: Building VOCW -- Sharing experiences on the deployment of e-learning systems and Vietnam OpenCourseWare
Trần Thanh Điện
E-learning becomes an emergent learning method that several institutions in Vietnam have deployed at their organizations including Can Tho University (CTU). Based on the success of the e-learning project grounded in the collaboration between CTU and UGent (Belgium) with support of the VLIR-IUC, Can Tho University has extended to almost its schools and colleges. Now the learning system of Can Tho University serves for more than 150 teachers and 12,500 students. The system called Dokeos is not only a new channel for effective support in educating through credit system applied at CTU but also a mean for cooperation chances with other institutions (e.g. E-learning system for ViFiNET). Besides, CTU has also linked VOCW website from CTU homepage so that staff and students can access to interact and learn. There are more than 50 courses that were developed by CTU lecturers uploaded to VOCW. Under supported by VEF and MOET, the university organized two training days to introduce VOCW for CTU lecturers who are "active" people in applying ICT in education.
Roundtable: Building VOCW -- Open Course Ware  In Tra Vinh University
Nguyễn Hoàng Duy Thiện
Vietnam Open Course Ware Program (VOCW) is the achievement of collaboration between the Ministry of Education and Training (MOET), the Vietnam Education Foundation (VEF), the VASC Software and Media Company (VASC) and the Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT) in 2005. However, Vietnam Open Course Ware Program website was officially launched on December 12, 2007. Also during this time, Tra Vinh University (TVU) was equipped a server and transfered management technique and using by the Vietnam Education Foundation . This helped the teachers and students of  Tra Vinh University through their contributions and exploration about the open course ware at high speed through the available intranet system. Since then, Tra Vinh University has organized more training for the teachers to update their lectures on the VOCW website and e-learning website. Open course ware is a relatively new concept, beside many benefits, there are also some limitations should be resolved. This article will show in detail the advantages and disadvantages and propose some solutions for implementation.

Using the OER model across a national network to strengthen health care education and clinical care in remote areas of need

Christian Medical College (CMC), Vellore, India partnered with Tufts University, Boston, USA to create CMC’s E-Learning system that is poised to serve as the institutional hub for a national network to support education, training, and clinical care.  CMC is a 100-year old institute of medicine providing undergraduate, postgraduate, continuing and distance education in health sciences, linked with over 200 rural secondary level hospitals across India and committed to training health manpower for India’s underserved populations. Starting in 1994, Tufts University developed a comprehensive educational software called TUSK (Tufts University Sciences Knowledgebase) using open source software. TUSK supports Tufts’ Schools of medicine, dentistry and veterinary medicine, and other health sciences schools in the USA and East Africa. CMC has institutionalized TUSK as its E-Learning system, and has enhanced its processes of education.
One standard to rule them all?: Descriptive choices for Open Education
R. John Robertson
Drawing on our experience of supporting a nationwide Open Educational Resources programme (the UK OER Programme) , this presentation will consider the diverse range of approaches to describing OERs that have emerged across the programme and their impact on resource sharing, workflows, and an aggregate view of the resources.
Roundtable: First steps: Promoting open courseware in new context. (Poland)

Creating open educational resources (OER) is a global movement. But there is still little awareness of open initiatives among Polish educators. As open source software is widely expected and used in the Polish higher education, the idea of sharing own work with others is rather new and revolutionary approach for academic faculty. The attitude to openness in education varies from very positive to ignorant or even inacceptable according to different professions and academic policy.
Roundtable: Starting point for Open Course Ware at the National University of Mongolia

In this presentation, the focus is upon the current situation, benefit and obstacle in implementation OCW at the National University of Mongolia. Since 2005, some educators of NUM is being interested MIT OCW, translated some course materials into Mongolian, and used to make their courses more interactive. Just at 29 September 2009, MIT and NUM have signed MIT OCW Mirror Site Program Memorandum of Cooperation.
Roundtable: Challenges and Opportunities in Developing OCW- a case study
Yung-chi Hou, Ju-Yao Chen, Yi-fu Liu
Fu Jen Catholic University, founded by three religious orders and typically characterized by Catholicism, has been contributing to its educational mission—knowledge dissemination, love of God and the salvation of soul through developing open coursewares globally. The main theme of this paper is to search for the very meaning of open coursewares in Taiwan higher education and the purpose, strategies and challenges in developing open courseware for Fu Jen Catholic University. 
Roundtable: Evolvement and Development of OCW Movement in Taiwan 
Wei-I Lee 
Since the 2009 OCWC Global meeting, held in Mexico, the OCW movement in Taiwan has started some very new trials and experienced rapid growth. This presentation is meant to be a continuing report of the major recent developments of OCW movement in Taiwan. With limited resources and relatively young experience in doing OCW, Taiwan’s growing OCW community is gradually evolving with its own characteristics, such as strong emphasis on video courses. In the last year, Taiwan OCW community has also started developing new ideas, many of which are believed to be the first ever in the global OCW community. As reported in the 2009 OCWC Golbal meeting, Taiwan OCW Consortium was in the process of developing a collaborative Chinese OCW teaching physics through a web contest of “Physics in Movies”. The contest, finished in Dec. 2009, was a great success with contestants from Taiwan, China, and Maylasia. Each contestant has produced and submitted a short video clip explaining physics-related topics about scenes which appeared in movies. By submitting their works, the contestants will also agree to let their works be used in an OCW. Through this contest, video clips about physics in movies will be collected and then be integrated into a college or a high school level physics open course material. Due to the big success of the activity, this contest will be continued in 2010, with the collaboration from Shanghai Jiao Tung University and Guanzou Sun Yet Sun University of China. Also mentioned in the 2009 OCWC Global meeting by the Taiwan OCW Consortium was the idea of designing a series of Chinese-learning OCW which are taught in different languages and offered to all OCW community members. A project, called Chinese Learning Open Course, CLOC, has been initiated in 2010 to design such a series of OCWs. It is believed that in this way, the Taiwan OCW community can communicate with and contribute to the global OCW community more effectively. The Taiwan OCWC is also in the process of developing a metadata standard to be applied among OCWs provided by all consortium members. With the support from the Ministry of Education, a Taiwan National General Education Database for college level students has been established as OCWs in 2009. In the first phase, 30 courses, covering introduction of art, social science, life science, material science, and etc. have been published with complete course materials and videos. All these new developments of OCW activities in Taiwan will be reported in this presentation.

The OER Movement in Latin America, Is it Facing an Open Paradox?

The presentation seeks to make an approximation to the OER movement and its evolution in Latin America by looking at some of the more representative OER (OCW among them) projects in the region and more especifically in Colombia. The main aim is to document a legal strategy as key element within the OER concept, and in doing so, etch out the regional involvement in the new movement.
Self Navigation Web-based Literacy Learning System

The paper first presents the architecture, development plan and major modules of the SNOWBALLS system. Next, it explains background and concept of the system followed by the trial module development. It then discusses how to effectively utilize the existing OCW content resources for SNOWBALLS based on the survey on the existing OCW courses. Spoken Media Project
Brandon Muramatsu, Andrew McKinney and Peter Wilkins
  The SpokenMedia project is developing a set of tools and services to enable OpenCourseWare and Open Educational Resource providers to automatically transcribe lecture video for search and to enable innovative interactions through rich media notebooks. The SpokenMedia tools take audio from lectures and processes it to create a time-coded transcript. The transcript can be used for search—extending search from a few words of metadata to the full text of a video. The transcript can also facilitate improved accessibility—the text can be used as a replacement for the audio or for translation into regional languages in India in IIHS’ case. The transcript is used in a video player that enables learners to interact with lecture video in more educationally relevant ways than are currently available.
OCW search services for lifelong learners
Tsuneo Yamada
The Open University of Japan (OUJ) as a national center for lifelong learning (LLL) is restructuring the national portal and global search system for Open Educational Resources (OERs) from the viewpoint of LLL. In addition to providing a cross-institutional search engine to Japan Opencourseware Consortium (JOCW), we added the new metadata items, such as copyright and quality information, as value-added services for lifelong learners.
Creative Commons Workshop: Licensing Tips for OCW and OER

In the workshop we will propose an open discussion about the license scheme offered by Creative Commons in order to understand the choice of the license for teaching materials while keeping in mind the definition of Open Educational Resources (OER). First we will introduce the Creative Commons licensing system focusing on the rights that are granted. Here, we will provide a basic overview of copyright and discuss existing exceptions in the law for education. At the end of the workshop we will explore other licenses from Creative Commons that allow a wider reuse of the teaching materials and will analyse the public domain concept as an option in this environment.

Wikiwijs, a Nation-wide Initiative on OER

In the Netherlands, Wikiwijs has to become the place where all teachers of the Netherlands, ranging from primary education to higher education, can (co)develop, share, rework and use digital learning materials, published under an open license. The development of Wikiwijs and the first experiences after the launch of version 1 will be described.
Open Courseware Meets Open Government in Manor, Texas
Dustin Haisler
In 2009, The City of Manor, Texas launched one of the government’s first open innovation portals called Manor Labs, which was designed to engage and reward the public for their participation in the research & development of new ideas and processes.  Manor Labs is now taking the government/citizen relationship to the next level by rewarding members for participating in Open Courseware classes from any of the many participating universities across the world.  In addition, Manor Labs will publish 10 classes over the next two year to educate citizens and others agencies on everything from urban planning to open government technologies utilized by Manor.
MIT OpenCourseWare:  Sustainability and Future Vision

National Government Policy for OCW in Indonesia
Richardus Eko Indrajit, Zainal Hasibuan 
Indonesia is one of the largest countries in the world. The country is unique in terms of large population, multi cultures, and spread among thousand of islands. The state of development among regions are varies. This posts digital divide among the citizens as well as among educational institutions. The unbalanced of resources allocation, limited access to quality of education and contents are a real educational challenges in Indonesia. APTIKOM introduces the use of ICT in order to provide solutions to those educational problems. APTIKOM that established in 1983 consists of more than 800 higher education institutions nationwide.  Aligned with the vision and strategy of Indonesian Ministry of Education and National ICT Council (DETIKNAS), APTIKOM is willing to increase accessability, penetration, and implementation of quality education thru e-learning and other related IT initiatives. The pilot projects start with two OCW initiatives, GARUDA and NEXUS. GARUDA is the portal to all national digital publications (journals, books, thesis, etc.) repository, while NEXUS is the exchange platform for undergraduate courses. Both initiaves are within the testing phase prior to soft launching in August 2010. These Indonesia OCW iniatives are developed on three layer; first layer is infrastructure sharing called INHERENT; second layer is content exchange such as GARUDA and NEXUS: and third layer is e-administration for enabling credit transfer and credit earning among education institutions. In order to run this national level initiative, APTIKOM is using a PPP model of governance that involves private, public, government, and academe into a picture. The principles of APTIKOM members in conducting this sharing resources and services are 5-C: Compliance, Competition, Collaboration, Comprehensive and Coordination. The success implementation of this OCW will bring several benefits: access to good quality of education, leverage limited experts and content providers, richness of accessable knowledge, etc. In the future, it will be followed by other initiatives such as: e-research, e-laboratory, e-marketing, etc. And it also will expand involving outside Indonesia university in Asia, Europe, US and Australia.
Pushing Open The Jorum: a national repository for learning materials
Peter Burnhill
Jorum began in 2002 as keep-safe for learning material created by projects. It became a place for staff in UK universities and colleges to share. Institutional repositories & Creative Commons were only slowing emerging. During 2009/10, Jorum was remodeled to support OER and OCW. Jorum supports open content but also enables sharing of learning material based on third party licensed work restricting use within and across UK education.
Educational Policies and OER in Brazil

It is hoped that this service, called "the BackPack", will also contribute to a sustainable business model going forward for OCWC. Balancing Academic Benefit from OCW with Institutional Financial Concerns

Johns Hopkins School of Public Health includes OCW as a component of its core educational function. Completion of some OCW courses with recorded lectures may be sufficient for students to pass waiver exams. This presents an opportunity for students to enroll in higher level or elective courses to fulfill program credit requirements while the School does not lose tuition revenue.

Challenges and Key Factors for Success of Mobile Platforms (Roundtable)

Christian Medical College (CMC), Vellore, India partnered with Tufts University, Boston, USA to create CMC’s E-Learning system that is poised to serve as the institutional hub for a national network to support education, training, and clinical care.  CMC is a 100-year old institute of medicine providing undergraduate, postgraduate, continuing and distance education in health sciences, linked with over 200 rural secondary level hospitals across India and committed to training health manpower for India’s underserved populations. Starting in 1994, Tufts University developed a comprehensive educational software called TUSK (Tufts University Sciences Knowledgebase) using open source software. TUSK supports Tufts’ Schools of medicine, dentistry and veterinary medicine, and other health sciences schools in the USA and East Africa. CMC has institutionalized TUSK as its E-Learning system, and has enhanced its processes of education. Through short demonstrations, presentations, and interactive discussion, presenters will share strategies and provide compelling evidence of the efficacy of creating and sustaining a centralized institutional hub that supports a national network for co-developing and sharing OER in health. 
Integrating Openness: Providing open course materials, PhD theses, and party free accessed books
